Safety.

General Work Description:

AV Technical Support and Training

o Assist staff and students with classroom audio-visual equipment requirements.
o Assist staff and students with basic IT support and audio-visual software. (e.g. Adobe package).

Organisation and Maintenance of Equipment and Consumables

o Assist staff with monitoring of all equipment loans to students.
o Assist with the maintenance of classroom AV equipment such as projectors, speakers, smartboards etc.

Special Events and Set-ups

o Provision of lighting, sound and projection for College Production under the direction of the AV
Manager.

o Under the AV Manager, the AV support person will assist staff and students in testing and set-up of
major College events.

o Operate technical requirements for College events.

General Work Description

o Assist with the organisation of AV materials and presentations across the College.

o Assist with videography and photography of staff and student activities around the College.

o Assist the Music Department with repairs and maintenance of their musical instruments, electronic
equipment and assists where possible.

o Produce digital media content for digital signage across the college as well as the college webpage.

Other Duties

o Undertake other relevant duties as directed by the Deputy Principal (ICT and Infrastructure), Audiovisual
Leader, or the Principal.
